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In the 1st semester | ran an English Communication 1 class for first year students. In the
second semester of the year, | did another English Communication 1 class, but I also did an

English Communication 3 class for second year veterinary students.

English Communication 1 consisted of 38 students in the first semester and 29 students in
the second semester. Both classes consisted of Agriculture and Science/Engineering
students, and were taught in the same active learning style. Students were asked to do

listening tasks and conversations in the classroom. As homework the students had to make
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and reply to Flipgrid videos based on 1) self-introductions, 2) someone they admire, 3)

describing survey results, and 4) explaining a 4-step process.

English Communication 3 consisted of 34 students. This class was similar to English
Communication 1 in that the students had an active learning classroom with Flipgrid videos.
In the classroom there was more emphasis on presentations, which was greatly aided because
the class was taught in a computer room. Each week students had to give a mini speech to

their groups and then to the class.

Our department manages and maintains the ICT platform of Moodle. In September of 2020

we upgraded from version 3.5 to version 3.7. The process went smoothly with no issues.

Due to COVID-19, we had all classes taught online the first semester. Because of online
classes we ran training sessions for the part-time English teachers. We ran two 1-hour
sessions online using Zoom to help the teachers prepare for being only online. At the start
of the second semester, many teachers continued to use Moodle even though we went back to

face-to-face classes.

Currently Moodle is mostly used for English classes. Every year we enroll 1st year students
into the system, which last year was 1,447 students. We have 317 courses, which is a
combination of active courses, test courses, repositories, or other special situations. There
are 7,408 users enrolled in Moodle. There are more users than students on campus because
we delete users after 7 years, there are repeat users (undergrad and graduate), and we also

Due to COVID-19 all study abroad opportunities were canceled. It was decided to run a

short-term (1 week) intensive English course.

The course size was capped at 20 participants with a first come first serve sign up method,
we had 29 applicants. Even though we insisted on students only signing up if they can attend
and that they must cancel ahead of time so other students can join in their place, 2 students
did not attend. Therefore, we had a total of 18 students due to the fact that the session
started, and two students were not there, this didn”t allow time for the 9 other students waiting
for a slot to join.
